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More than 250 children at two Camp Fire programs in local elementary schools have been identified as being in need of food for the weekend.  These children are eligible to receive weekend food because of their involvement with our after school programs, however, there is a waiting list of children who need the program.
The majority of the children that we provide weekend food to come from families whose incomes are 200% below the poverty level.  Many of our parents are overemployed, which creates circumstances that produce hunger and child care issues.
Childhood hunger affects many children in our community and because they are hungry when they come to school, these children have a difficult time concentrating on their work and, consequently, cannot perform well.  
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Camp Fire’s weekend food program was created to combat childhood hunger in our community and is driven by dedicated volunteers.  ��Camp Fire provides food to elementary children who have little or no food on the weekend.  Volunteers fill backpacks each week with food that is both nutritious and child-friendly.  The backpacks are handed out on Friday to the children and then returned on Monday of each week.








In order to sustain the weekend food program, Camp Fire needs your help!  A contribution of $5.83 funds one child’s backpack for one weekend.  A donation of $303.16 sponsors an entire year for one child!








Food drives through businesses, churches and schools provide the program with the opportunity to bring that cost down.  Camp Fire will work with you toward a successful drive, whatever your goal!
